The water line
pressure must be at least 2 bar.

4. Ifthe device has a waste water pump, also connect the drain hose to the waste water pump us-
ing the quick coupling.

5. If there is no waste water pump, make sure that the leaking gray water is drained off via the out-
let nozzle

6. If provided, connect your compressed air line or compressor to the prepared compressed air
connection.

7. Connect a cleaning canister. Place the cleaning canister in the designated area and place the
suction hose with non-return valve in the canister.

We recommend setting the dial to 50 as the initial value. Later, the value and thus the concentra-
tion can be adjusted as required.

8. Open the ball valve on the water pipe upstream of the pump.

9. Connect the appliance to the power supply. (Make sure that the intended heat output is adapted
to your domestic power supply! See point 2.2.11)

10. Activate the washing system by pressing the waterbutton (for systems with a payment system, a
payment process must be carried out). The water inlet pressure must be at least 2 bar.

11. Operate the wash gun until the air escapes from the system and only water comes out of the
gun.

This is important so that the BikeGroovy can heat water at the preset times. The heating time is
set at the factory between 8:00-20:00.

Q The BikeGroovy must be checked for proper condition at least once a year.

The inspection must be carried out by a qualified electrician or, if suitable measur-

ing and testing equipment is used, by an instructed person.
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Quick guide to bike washing

1. Remove sensitive parts/devices such as speedometer or cell phone, saddlebags and water bot-
tles from the bike.

2. Position the bike on the drip tray. The bike can be hung with the saddle on the bracket provided
(adjustable left-right) or placed in the optional wheel holder. The BikeGroovy has an access ramp
for easier handling.

3. Depending on the version, the BikeGroovy is activated either by payment or directly.

4. Pressthe "Cleaner" button for the washing process

5. Water mixed with cleaner now comes out of the spray lance. Heavy soiling (e.g. drive, chain) can
be pre-treated with cleaner concentrate using a spray bottle if necessary.

6. Lance distance 5 cm for optimum results

7. After the cleaning process, press the water button and rinse the bike with clean water

8. If necessary, make another payment to restart the process.

9. Depending on the design of the device, blow off sensitive components and the chain with air af-
ter cleaning

10. Finally, be sure to lubricate the chain.

Turn off your water supply.

— Remove the water connection.

You may need to place a container under
the connection to catch any leaking wa-

ter.

Step 2
Fill the dosing pump with antifreeze.

First remove the cleaning canister.

Then take a container and fill with around
1 liter of antifreeze mixture with

to -20°C.

Insert the cleaner suction hose into the

container with antifreeze.

You can also use antifreeze from the car
sector, e.g. windshield cleaner or radiator

antifreeze.

Step 3
Press the "Cleaner” button AND the "Wa-
ter" button simultaneously for 20 sec-
onds. As soon as the dosing pump
switches on, you will hear a beep. You
can release the buttons.

Both buttons flash.

The system switches to "Service mode".
The dosing pump starts pumping. The
dial should be set to at least 40 %!

For systems with a payment system, the

water valve opens. (LED lights up)
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Press the wash gun while you hear the
dosing pump pulsing so that the anti-
freeze that has been sucked in can be
pumped through the system. (approx. 9o
sec)

As soon as the pulsing stops automati-
cally, you can release the wash gun

again.

The container with the antifreeze is no

longer required and can be removed.

Step 4
Now open the:
1. red ball valve below the mixing

valve

2. red ball valve below the heater

Step 5
3. Open all 3 marked ball valves

The water drains from the pipes, the
heater and the water pump into the dirty

water area.

¥hen no more water runs out, close the
ball valve marked in blue. (for systems

without a payment system)
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Service mode ends after 5 minutes. The
buttons stop flashing.
For systems with a payment system,
close the water inlet valve.
Step 6

Connect your compressed air hose to the
water coupling using the compressed air

coupling supplied.

For systems with a payment system, now

follow step 8,

Slowly open the ball valve marked in
blue to blow compressed air into the

pipe system.

Residual water is blown out of the sys-
tem.
For systems without a payment system,

follow step 9.

Step 8
Now put the Bike Groovy into operation:
If the system has a coin counter, by in-

serting a coin.

With a cashless payment system with a

payment process.
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For systems where the payment system
is combined with a key switch, set the
switch to the 'I" - ON position.

An LED lamp on the valve plug should

now light up for the switch-on time.

This step is necessary for the water valve
to open.
Residual water is blown out of the sys-

tem.

Step g9 Close all ball valves marked in red in
steps 4 and 5 one after the other
(From bottom to top. 4 pcs.

Step 10 Continue blowing compressed air into

the water connection and now press the
wash gun until no water comes out of the
wash gun, only air. You may need to add
another coin or press the "Water" button
again. Otherwise, the compressed air can
no longer flow through the system when
the valve closes after the switch-on time

has elapsed.
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Then disconnect the air hose. Remove

the air coupling in the same way.

Step 11 Remove the oil separator insert accord-
ing to the maintenance description (point
5.3.1) and empty it.

If possible, do not use the oil separator
insert during the winter storage period

and store it in a frost-free place.

Step 12 Empty the dirt collection area as de-

scribed in section 5.3.2.

Leave the blind plug screws open during
the winterizing period.

Dismantle the spray hose with washing

lance.

Step 13 To do this, loosen the hose connection

with a 17 mm open-end wrench (use a 19

I

mm wrench to hold the fitting).

Store in a frost-proof place.
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Step 14

For systems with a waste water pump:

To make the waste water pump frost-
proof, first clean the waste water area as
described in 5.3.2.

Then fill the pumping area (marked red)

of the pump with enough antifreeze so
that the pump switches on once and

pumps the antifreeze into the pipe or

away.

Step 15 Disconnect the BikeGroovy from the
power supply. The system should remain
de-energized until it is restarted after the
cold season.

Leave the BikeGroovy disconnected

from the water supply until it is restarted.

The water collection area does not have
to be completely cleared of water, even
if the system is located outdoors. This is
because rain, snow etc. can also get into
the collection tank during the winter
months. There is sufficient space for the
liquid to expand. If the unit is stored in-
side in frost-free conditions, we recom-
mend that you empty the washtub com-

pletely after cleaning.

Your BikeGroovy is how ready for winter.

ATTENTION:
Just draining the dirty water and oil separator is not enough to keep the
BikeGroovy frost -free .

All pumps and valves must either be dry or flushed with antifreez
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
